Meeting Notes

Old Business

Community Garden; Mary reported, having talked with Nicole Anderson, she had about 10 phone calls of people interested in a CG.  Only one was interested in helping form a committee, she has been on vacation for two weeks, and Nicole will be leaving for 2 weeks next weekend.  Discussion- Ernie has a vessel which will serve as a tank for water for the garden.  Paul says the firemen are willing to keep it filled. Mary will talk with Nicole about helping get Geo to plow the garden. We would hope to have the garden ready to plant by mid- June.   

Ball fields- Paul has been talking with Northern Nurseries, they have a program of testing the soil for ph, and for a cost will supply compost, along with aeration which would improve the overall condition of the field, including better root systems on the plants and therefore hopefully less winter kill.    There was winter kill due to the ice in December on Carpenter.  8-4-24 fertilizer was recommended to be spread to encourage root growth.  
Paul will talk with Wayne Manning about a source of water, so the fountains can be hooked up.  

Concern was mentioned about the ball field behind the school being used before school is out- they leave their bottles and cans- they also need to rake up the field after using it. Are there 8 adult teams using the field -because they are not being charged?  The fee used to be $75.00 for the season. Mary will email John. 

The old Little League field at school has been fixed up- field and backstop- and is being used this year.  There were two workdays at Carpenter Field- dugouts, baselines etc were worked on.  

Summer Camp-  One Planet’s grant was renewed.  They are planning for 4 weeks of camp.  RRC is planning to support the program by helping with $4,000 of costs.

New Chair- Paul made a motion to elect Jenny Lane as Chair for one year.  Ernie seconded it, it passed with no nays.  

Jim Hewitt- Is still going to talk with Will Gilman about having a road rally in July. 

He also is going to talk with a couple of intown eating places to see if they are interested in hosting a cribbage night followed by a cribbage tournament.
